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Statement of the Syrian Networks League on the siege of the city of Daraa by the regime forces

3 July/September 2021

Ten years after the outbreak of the spark of the revolution in Syria, specifically in the city of Daraa, and after the Syrian uprising faced the brutality
and abuse practiced by the Syrian regime forces by using all brutal methods of repression, starting with the suppression of demonstrations with live
bullets and illegal arrests and ending with the siege of Syrian cities and towns, the Syrian regime returns, Once again, under Russian cover and
suspicious international silence, to the siege of the city of Daraa, in addition to the presence of the Iranian militias disguised with other names affiliated
with them, such as the Fourth Division, Air Force Intelligence, Al-Areen Militia, and others. , especially in basic foodstuffs, medical and pharmaceutical
materials, with the threat of launching military campaigns and arrests to subdue the city despite the settlement agreement concluded with Russia
since 2018, in a blatant repetition of what the regime has done by besieging Eastern Ghouta and the eastern neighborhoods of Aleppo and many

cities and towns Syrian.

The commercial markets in Daraa Al-Balad are witnessing a loss of some main commodities, a severe shortage of medicines, insufficient bread for the
people, and a decline in the level of medical services, which the Syrian regime has not given any importance since the opposition factions held
“compromises” with the regime under the auspices of Russia, while there are renovation and maintenance implemented in The only medical center

in Daraa al-Balad in conjunction with the regime’s closure of roads.

The main reason behind this siege is to punish any city that refused to participate in the recentillegal elections, the results of which were announced
by the Syrian authorities on May 27 of this year, in a clear violation of freedom of opinion and expression, which contravenes all laws stipulated in

international humanitarian law.

We in the Syrian Networks League denounce this blatant siege on the city and stress the need for international actors to intervene to lift the siege on
the city of Daraa and end Assad's tampering with the lives and capabilities of Syrian civilians. Ending the siege of the city and respecting all civil and
human rights stipulated in all international laws that guarantee human freedom and dignity, and we call on the United Nations bodies to stand up to
their responsibilities to stop the suffocating siege on the city and allow civil and humanitarian institutions to respond directly and deliver

humanitarian and medical aid.

What the Syrian people have been subjected to over the past ten years of repression, killing, injustice, displacement and demographic change in the
eyes and ears of the international community, whose reprehensible silence continues, will not stop us from standing up for our people on all Syrian

lands, and the continuous demand for the justice they deserve and for their voice to achieve their freedom and rights
