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Statement of the Syrian Networks League on the Israeli occupation attacks
against the Palestinian people

Since the beginning of Ramadan, the city of Jerusalem has witnessed attacks by the Israeli occupation forces and settlers,
in the area of Bab al-Amud, the Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood, and the vicinity of the Al-Agsa Mosque. This was followed by
the Israeli occupation forces storming the courtyards of Al-Agsa Mosque, and its planes carried out hundreds of raids on
Palestinian lands

These brutal attacks and the continuous aggression on Gaza Strip since the tenth of May, according to the latest official
statistics, have resulted in the death of 259 Palestinians, including 69 children, 39 women, and 8,011 with various injuries,
and more than 53,000 displaced people left their homes due to the bombing.

The systematic Israeli attacks on Al-Agsa Mosque provoked the feelings of Muslims around the world, as such violations
will lead to more crises and affect peace and security in the Middle East.

We in the Syrian Networks League, which represents a large part of the Syrian civil society, stress the need to stop the
brutal attacks by the Zionist entity, which has violated all international laws and norms, and we demand the United Nations
bodies and the relevant countries to exert all necessary pressure on the occupation government to stop its fierce attacks
against unarmed civilians in Palestine and to respect for the principle of freedom of worship and the practice of religious
rites without fear or intimidation and we stress that Israel must respect the sanctity of these holy places and implement
all its other related obligations in accordance with international law.

We also affirm the eternal right of the Palestinian people to recover their lands that were stolen since 1948, which resulted
in the displacement of more than 70% of the Palestinian people and besieging civilians. The Syrian people have
experienced the ravages of killing, displacement from an oppressive regime, and within a shameful international silence,
that situation has increased our feeling and our sense of what our people suffer in Palestine from the occupation, its
injustice and its transgression against them.

In light of these unfortunate events that are taking place around the world, the inability of peoples to obtain their rights,
which are guaranteed by all international laws and human rights, here is Jerusalem rising again in the face of the arrogance
and terror of the usurper Zionist occupation, which is systematically working on Judaizing the city of Jerusalem and
imposing demographic change on the city and empowering Settlers from seizing the homes of Jerusalemites under the
protection of his forces and a suspicious international silence.

We also, with great sorrow and pain, we offer the families of the victims our sincere condolences and sympathy, asking
God Almighty to inspire them with patience and solace for what happened to them and to accept the martyrs. We also
wish the injured and wounded a speedy recovery and safety.
